Mobility Programme

The aim of the Mobility Programme is to provide incentives to benchmark public and private foreign institutions in different disciplines, in order to encourage them to feature Spanish artists and creators in their programmes.

How the programme works:



1. Candidates can only be proposed by prestigious foreign institutions. Proposals from different institutions or individuals will not be accepted.
2. An Advisory Committee appointed by AC/E selects the candidates based on objective criteria in relation to the nature of the programme and its proposals. These criteria are:

               Factors that are valued with respect to the INSTITUTION PROFILE: 
- Significant or internationally reputed public or private institutions.
- Institutions that organise some group events (biennials, festivals, etc.).  
 
               Factors that are valued with respect to the PROJECT PROFILE:
- The project can feasibly be implemented.
- The project can have continuity over time.
- It is a group project involving several Spanish artists. 
- The project is financed partly by the requesting institution and the amount requested accounts for a maximum of 25% of the total budget. Proposals that  do not meet this requirement will be eliminated from the process             
- The project helps consolidate the Spanish professional’s presence on the international scene.
- The project is not eligible for other types of public subsidies.
 

3. Twice a year (March and September) proposals submitted so far are studied and those considered of greatest interest are approved.
The deadline to submit applications for the Mobility Programme Second Call is 30 September 2013.
4. Every project that is approved will be allocated a sum of money to be used to cover the expenses arising from the Spanish artist or creator’s participation (travel, stay, media, etc.). For this purpose, depending on the application and its interest, four categories of collaboration will be established (with maximum contributions of €1,000, €2,000, €3,000 or €5,000), and the assigned budget will be divided between them. The receiving institution must subsequently justify the expenses related to the participation of the Spanish artist or creator for the amount allocated. 

5. When approving proposals, preference will be given to those originating from the visitors programme.
