the training of analysts and experts in international
relations and international politics. This postgraduate
course is aimed at non-Spanish diplomats and
people interested in pursuing a professional career in
the international arena.

To this end, the Master's Degree offers specific
training in diplomacy and international studies, aimed
at providing students with the appropriate tools to
successfully develop their profession within the
framework of the Diplomatic Services, International
Organizations, Non-Governmental Organizations, and
private entities in the international sphere.

The international dimension and the spirit of
coexistence created at the Diplomatic School
between Spanish and foreign students (including
young diplomatics from different parts of the world)
is a very useful way for Spain to cooperate with the
other members of the International Community to
achieve a more prosperous, secure and stable world.
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CURRICULUM

The program of Master's Degree of Continu-
ing Education in Diplomacy and International
Relations is organized following current
legislation and consists of a total of 60 ECTS
credits. It is taught in Spanish during one
academic vyear, from October to June. It
consists of a core module and a specializa-
tion module. Students must submit a
research paper (TFM) on a topic of interest in
the field of international relations. Classes
are taught by university professors and
Spanish diplomats assigned to the central
services of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
European Union and Cooperation, Spanish
ambassadors, and other experts in their
respective fields.

The curriculum is organized as follows:

SPECIALIZATION MODULE

During the third trimester. It is designed so that
students can create their specialization by
selecting two subjects related to international
relations from a double approach: by strategic
areas and by phenomena or actions. In
principle, the following modules are offered:

SEMINARS

The Seminars offer complementary training,
and are flexible both in their titles and in their
number. Taking into account their duration,
they can be of 1 or 2 ECTS credits. Students
choose from among them up to a total of 4
ECTS credits.

LANGUAGES

The Master's program includes Spanish
classes for non-Spanish speaking students. In
addition, students must choose a language of
study (English, French, Arabic and Chinese). All
are subject to examination in June.

CONFERENCES, VISITS AND INTERVIEWS

Students of the Master's program participate
in many of the events and conferences
organized by the Diplomatic School. One of the
most outstanding activities are the Dialogues
with  Spanish and foreign Ambassadors
accredited in Madrid to discuss relevant
aspects of current international affairs. They
attend the addresses given by prominent
national and international personalities who
regularly visit our institution. In addition,
several visits to relevant places and institu-
tions in Spain are planned throughout the
course.

SELECTION AND ENROLLMENT PROCESS

The bases of the process regulating the admis-
sion of candidates to the Master's Degree are
published annually in the Boletin Oficial del
Estado (BOE). These are the requirements:

- Possession of a Bachelor’s degree or with a
grade point average of 7,5 or above (over 10)
in the applicant’s academic transcript.

+ A passing mark on written admission exam
and a personal interview.

+ In the case of non-Spanish-speaking
candidates, accreditation of a working
knowledge and command of the Spanish
language.

SCHOLARSHIPS

The Master’s program is provided free of charge
to selected students. In addition, Spanish
students can access two types of scholarships
offered by the Diplomatic School:

+ Scholarships for study assistance in an
amount subject to the budgetary availabilities
of the institution, which provide financial aid
to Spanish students with limited resources.

+ Scholarships for students who have complet-
ed the Master's Degree to carry out an
internship in the central services of the MAUC
and its representations abroad.

Foreign students from Latin America, Africa,
and Asia may take advantage of the program
offered by AECID for participants in this
Master's program.
